Fall 1- Census Day

Census Day for Fall 1 is always the first Wednesday in October. For the current
reporting year, it falls on October 4, 2023.

« The initial LEA approval deadline is December 15, 2023.
e The amendment window closes on January 26, 2024.

The expectation is for LEAs to complete their LEA approval by November 24
(before Thanksgiving) to allow time for the SELPA reports review and
approval.

CALPADS Transaction Reporting

The CALPADS Reporting process works the same as before the redesign

* Click the Login to CALPADS" button and enter your CALPADS username and
password

* Starting in sequential order based on file type 1-5 (top to bottom), click the
Submit file link

* Refresh status and retrieve errors. Errors should be posted to the homepage for

error corrections
* Repeat the process until the file is error-free
* Once the file is error-free, move to the next file type.
SELPA recommends selecting only some reportable transactions in your first generated
report in this new format. There is still a possibility of unknown validation or mapping
errors. Please remember that any error received causes a full file failure, and none of

the transactions in your report will be accepted until all errors in the file are resolved
